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The Chinese Recorder (245 7 v R U v F (&) &FOFEDFLE
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Chauncey Goodrich (1836~1925) was a protestant missionary wonderfully gifted with linguistic,
as well as poetic, abilities. Staying in Peking nearly sixty years, he could speak and write the
Pekinese language, which was then prevalent, better than anyone else. But so far very little is
known about him. My aim is to collect whatever information obtainable on him and his family. The
Chinese Recorder has proved to be most useful specifically for that purpose.
